"The Moving Wall" is the half-size replica of the Washington, DC Vietnam Veterans Memorial and has
been touring the country for thirty plus years. When John Devitt attended the 1982 dedication in
Washington, he felt the positive power of "The Wall." He vowed to share that experience with those
who did not have the opportunity to go to Washington.

John, Norris Shears, Gerry Haver, and other Vietham veteran volunteers built The Moving Wall. It
went on display for the first time in Tyler, Texas in October of 1984. Two structures of The Moving
Wall now travel the USA from April through November, spending about a week at each site.

A Sponsor is any organization or group of individuals that wants The Moving Wall to visit their area
and is willing to do the work to make the local arrangements as described in "Scheduling a Visit of
The Moving Wall."

The Wall will be located at Bergenfield High School with Daily Services and Nightly Reading of
names.

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Twinboro Field Update

The construction is now complete for the first phase of the 25-acre Twin Boro Field. This state-of-the-art
complex includes an artificial turf baseball field, an artificial turf soccer field, an artificial turf
soccer/football field, sports lighting, and field amenities. The field is open to all residents by permit only.
Please make sure you follow the posted rules to ensure this field remains in great condition. Sunflower
seeds, gum chewing, metal cleats and dogs are not permitted on the artificial turf at any time.
To fund this project Bergenfield received $2.2 million in grants towards construction and upgrades from
Bergen County Open Space Grants and New Jersey's Green Acres program. The total cost of the project is
$4.6 million. The New Jersey Green Acres Program helps fund projects that are protecting open spaces
and have provided funding for hundreds of outdoor recreational facilities in communities around the
State.
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‘Borough Hall Construction Update

The New Borough Hall is expected to open in the Fall. Much of the work to the facade is
complete and the concentration has been focused on the interior where the electrical,
plumbing, and HVAC are being finished. All furniture and other items from the old building will
be listed for auction by the auction company at a later date. We expect that the demolition of
the old Borough Hall will commence when we have fully occupied the new building. In addition
to the building, we will be relocating the cell tower and upgrading the parking areas for better
access for residents who are conducting business at Borough Hall.

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Road Improvement Program:

The Borough of Bergenfield continues to make serious investments in the future of the
community by doing additional infrastructure improvements this summer to roads.

In order to help offset the costs of the road work, the Borough received $234,072 through
NJIDOT Grants and $ 134,164 through a Bergen County Community Development Block
Grant to pave roads throughout the Borough. The Mayor and Council additionally commits
millions of dollars every year that goes directly towards these types of projects. While every
road cannot be fixed at one time, we are following a plan to ensure each roadway is
evaluated and improved over a 15-year span. When considering a road for replacement, we
take several factors into mind including condition of the storm and sewer drains, curbs,
traffic, proximity to public parks, and road age.

Road Plan for 2023

In 2023 we plan to upgrade portions of several roads by
partnering with Veolia and PSE&G to improve infrastructure
through lead pipe removal and gas line improvements on the
following roads:

Summer Safety Tips www.bergenfieldFD.org

Summer 2023 is finally upon us. Summertime brings with it family
vacations, barbeques, fire pits, and all the fun in the sun we could possibly
desire. As we begin to consider our plans for the summertime, it's
important to take a few minutes to think about fire safety.

Let's start off with the good old fashioned backyard barbeque.
While perfecting your burger skills on the grill is important, it's even more
important to consider the potential hazards that come with it. According to
the National Fire Prevention Association, or NFPA, fire departments

| responded to an average of 11,421 fires involving grills, hibachis, or

barbeques between 2017 and 2021. During the same time period, over
22,000 patients visited emergency rooms nationwide as the result of
thermal burns or other injuries involving outdoor cooking appliances.

How do we prevent this? Let's start off by talking a little bit about
maintaining your outdoor cookware. Before you think about turning on
your propane tank and throwing on some chicken legs, it would be a good
idea to look over any cooking appliance you may want to use. Firstly,
propane and charcoal grills should ONLY be used outdoors and away
from any flammable materials including awnings, deck rails, low hanging
tree branches, and, most importantly, your home. It is important to make
sure your grill is clean of any grease or fat buildup that could potentially
ignite and start a fire. NEVER leave your grill unattended while cooking,
even if you think “well, I'll only be a minute". And lastly, be sure to keep
any children or pets at least three feet from your cooking appliances while
they are in use or still hot.

Another summertime staple that is becoming increasingly popular is
the use of firepits. Just like with grills, it is important to take a few minutes
to consider fire safety before lighting up your firepit. A study published in
the Journal of Burn Care & Research, in 2019, showed that young adults,
aged 19 and under, suffered over 10,000 burns between 2006 and 2017
related to the use of firepits. Before adding any type of wood or logs to
your firepit, check to ensure the integrity of the firepit you are using. Do
not use a firepit if there are cracks, breaks, or holes that were not
designed into the product by the manufacturer. \When lighting your firepit,
lighter fluid is the ONLY substance that should be used. Do not use
gasoline, kerosene, or any other flammable fluids. Remember to have a
fire extinguisher or garden hose readily available in the event that the fire
grows to be higher than two feet. The use of screens is also advised to
keep any embers contained that may be blown around due to wind or a
breeze. These embers can travel up to a quarter mile in the wind and
could potentially start a fire wherever they may land.
